Maybe I am the only one 
but I find my conversa-
tions sometimes reflect 
the adage... 

  Light travels faster   
  than sound, which is  
  why some people  
  appear to be bright

When my niece said 
something that didnôt 
make sense and tried to 
correct herself she said, 
ñSometimes my speaker 
is faster than my thinker.ò 
I find that to be a truism.  

Havenôt we all said or 
done something that the 
moment you let it out you 
wished you could grab it 
back?  Been disrespect-
ful, out of sorts for the 
day, or said something 
hurtful and wished we 
could have redoôs.  In-
stead we are faced with 
regret, wishing we had 
thought more first. You 
simply cannot take things 
back.  Or at least you 
didnôt used to be able to. 

Recognizing how we 
struggle, Google has 
added a feature to Gmail 
called ñUndo send.ò   
Once you hit ñSend,ò 
Gmail holds the email for 
five seconds during 
which time you can stop 

Effective and 
healthy spirituality

Which makes this  
5 second option a  
potentially deeply  

spiritual practice.
