In most locations, the local congregations plan to add walls to their church. In Mozambique the walls are usually made of
canisu--a slim reed commonly used for making houses in the bush.

In Malawi, the local congregations plan to use fired bricks to build walls for their church. The new church will be a beauti-
ful representation to the surrounding community.

In India, Maranatha is helping the local congregations to complete their church with brick walls, windows and doors.
Other donors have provided funds to make this possible.
